Camp Rules





In order to make your stay at camp as enjoyable as possible we ask that you observe the following camp rules.





Registration information: Camp activities do not officially begin until Sunday evening.  Please do not plan to arrive before Sunday afternoon.  The first meal will be served on Sunday evening.  Communion will be available at the evening service for those who are unable to assemble on Sunday morning.


MODEST clothing is required.  No bare midriffs.  Shorts may be worn but should be past the fingertips when standing.  Shirts with suggestive pictures and/or words on them that are not in keeping with Christian principles will not be permitted.  No underwear showing.  Men and boys are expected to wear shirts at all times when outside the pool area.  Modest swimwear should be worn including cover-ups to and from the pool area.  The directors reserve the right to determine what is appropriate for family camp.
